1. _____   Pay all of the fees, at all times, as applicable, in advance or by the due date as agreed upon, which is the 1st of each month the child will be attending.  (For example, June tuition is due on June 1st, July is due on July 1st, etc.)   Cash, check or venmo will be accepted.  
Tuition paid after the 5th of each month will incur a $25 late fee for the first day late and a $5 late fee each day after the 5th.   If payment is not received by the 10th, care will be suspended until payment or payment arrangement is made.  Split payments require a signed contract which will be given upon meeting with the director before this plan can be put in place.  Consistently late payments can result in termination of care at any time. 
 
2. _____   Notify the Center of any infectious disease your child might come into contact with and keep the child home for the required period prior to allowing the child to return to the Center.  A doctor’s note may be necessary depending on the illness.  Children with fevers of 99 degrees or higher, vomiting for any reason, diarrhea and cases of lice cannot attend school until a 24-hour period has passed without any symptoms/signs of those illnesses.  If your child has a cough, runny nose or other cold symptoms lasting longer than 3 days the Center reserves the right to discontinue care until the sickness has passed.   
 
3. _____ Notify the Center immediately of any change of address, phone number, or any other enrollment information that might occur for either parent.   Failure to do so can interfere with communication, billing, etc.
 
4. _____ Notify the Center of any and all allergies, medical conditions, special dietary needs, behavior problems or special needs, speech delays, and learning disorders so that the Center may give the utmost care and attention to these needs, or determine whether or not the Center is able to tend to those needs.  
 
It is further agreed as follows: 
 
 
5. _____ The Center shall not be responsible or any lost items or damage to the clothing or property of the child while the child is in attendance at the Center or participating in the program.  We will make every effort to keep track of personal items as well as to teach the child how to maintain and care for his/her personal items.  We will keep a lost and found at all times.

6. _____ Parents agree to ensure that child has the appropriate gear and supplies each and every day.  Every day child needs to have: WATER BOTTLE, APPROPRIATE SHOES, SUN SCREEN (APPLIED EVERY MORNING), BACK PACK FOR GEAR, COMFORTABLE/OUTDOOR CLOTHING.  On swim days each child must have:  SWIM SUIT/TRUNKS, TOWEL, SUN SCREEN. . Water bottles can be left at Little Fox to ensure the child has one each day.  Please label ALL ITEMS. Please see the handbook for more details.
 
7. _____ Should any occasion arise requiring the child to be taken to the hospital for emergency treatment of any kind and for any reason irrespective of cause, and contact with the parent has not been possible, your permission to act as temporary guardian is required by the Center in order to avoid any delay in such treatment being received, on the understanding that the Center will be held blameless from any situation arising from such treatment.   
 
8. _____ No amendment of the terms of this agreement shall be binding unless consented by the Center and the Parent/Guardian in writing.
